In their fourth consecutive year of collaboration, directors Kathy Lague and Steve Malionek led 
the Savoyards through a thoroughly satisfying and successful production, this time of Patience. By 
the time you read this, the Savoyards will have presented a check for over $7000 through the 
Sudbury United Methodist Church to the United Methodist Committee on Relief for the alleviation of 
world hunger. This represents one of our largest single donations in the last several years. Our 
heartfelt thanks go out to all the loyal Savoyards who made, and continue to make, our productions 
possible, and to our loyal and responsive audience members and other donors who fund the gifts 
and provide support to our performers and other staff. 

Summer Show 2003: H ay Fever  
In 1924, Noel Coward was a 25-year-old who had already been in professional theater for more 
than half his life, having written at least four plays and acted in many more. He was familiar in 
theater circles, but not yet the publicly famous, urbane icon of British charm he would become. Hay 
Fever  was one of a half dozen plays he wrote during the mid-1920s that set him on that path. The 
Sudbury Savoyards are pleased to be presenting Hay Fever  as their seventh Summer Show. 

The action of Hay Fever  centers around a not-quite-as-idyllic-as-they-planned weekend at the 
country retreat of the Bliss family in Cookham, England, a short distance from London. Judith 
Bliss, a retired stage actress of some repute, is nearing middle age, and is contemplating a return to 
the stage, presumably to reclaim past glories. David Bliss, her husband, is a reclusive novelist of 
uncertain renown with a penchant for studying “female psychology.” Simon and Sorel, the twenty-
something son and daughter of the family, are alternately reviled, tolerated, and indulged by their 
parents; but not to worry, as they can give as good as they get. It’s not clear that Coward would 
have been familiar with the phrase “dysfunctional family,” but the Blisses could well be the 
prototype of the entity. The household is managed by Clara, Judith’s dresser during her stage days. 
On Saturday afternoon, each member of the family reveals that he or she has invited a guest of the 
opposite sex to weekend at the house. Sorel has invited Richard Greatham, a fifty-ish “diplomatist” 
she met at a party in London. Judith has invited a strapping young athletic fellow, a gushing fan of 
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hers, Sandy Tyrell. David has found a young fan of his own, the shy and easily flustered Jackie 
Coryton. Simon has invited a family acquaintance with whom he is infatuated, Myra Arundel. One 
catch: The Bliss retreat has but one guest room. Another catch: The Blisses tend to treat their 
guests the same way they treat one another. Saturday evening devolves into parlor games of acerbic 
repartee, guest swapping, and revelations for all. 

The Savoyards welcome five new members in the cast of Hay Fever . Kerry Clarke joins us as Sorel 
Bliss. Kerry is a veteran of several area theater groups, most recently appearing with the Milton 
Players in The Last Night of Bal lyhoo. Kerry grew up in Natick, and now resides in Boston. Kerrie 
Doty, as Judith Bliss, is a relative newcomer to Sudbury, having moved up from Maryland and 
Georgia, where she performed with Atlanta’s “Shakespeare in the Park” and in productions 
including CharlotteÕs Web and The Diary of Anne Frank . Acton native and now Westboro resident 
Diana Harpin returns from five years away from community theater to play Clara the housekeeper 
with us. Diana last appeared with the Westboro Players Club as Eliza in My Fair  Lady. Laura M. 
Crook, our Myra Arundel, lives in Acton, where she has been very active with Acton's Theatre III, 
most recently as Diana in their highly successful production of Lend Me a Tenor . She has also 
appeared on the Theatre III stage in Picasso at the Lapin Agi le and A Christmas Carol . Our lone 
male newcomer is Steven Siegmund as Sandy Tyrell. Steve has worked as a stage and voice actor 
(and in virtually every other theater discipline) in a number of area performance groups, starting 
with his college years at Worcester Polytech and Emerson College. The working world has slowed 
his theatrical involvement of late, but he’s glad to be back on stage, this time with the Savoyards. 
Steve grew up in Ridgefield, Connecticut and now makes his home in Natick. 

In addition to our new members, our cast has four familiar Savoyards. Mike Lague returns for his 
sixth summer show, most recently as Mr. Symperson in last year’s Engaged and as Dr. Bradman in 
2001’s Bli the Spiri t . This year Mike plays Richard Greatham. Jonathan Saul appears as Simon 
Bliss. Jon last appeared in a summer show as Boris Kolenkhov in 2000’s You CanÕt Take I t wi th 
You. and before that as Dr. Dobb and Balker in 1999’s FoggertyÕs Fai ry. Patricia McMahon’s last 
summer show role was as Grand Duchess Olga Katerina, also in You CanÕt Take I t wi th You. This 
year she plays Jackie Coryton. Mike, Jon, and Patricia are Savoyard main show veterans of many 
years as well. Tom Powers, heretofore seen only behind the scenes in Savoyard endeavors makes 
his Savoyard stage debut as David Bliss. 

As was the case with the Savoyards’ previous Coward production, Bli the Spiri t , in 2001, our director 
is veteran Savoyard Paula Moravek. Paula has appeared in several lead roles in the Savoyards’ 
G&S productions, and has been a costumer for every main show since 1995. Beyond the Savoyards, 
Paula has performed in over 40 productions over the past two decades, and directed, designed, or 
produced many more.
